     The Domaine d’Aupilhac is located in Montpeyroux, 36 kilometers northwest of Montpellier. Sylvain Fadat farms 44 acres of vines, which are spread out over the lieu-dit Aupilhac, terraced beneath the Château de Castellas in oyster fossil and limestone soils. The land has been cultivated by vignerons since Roman times. Some of the oldest terraces in Aupilhac were built in the eleventh century.

Fadat practices a method known as green harvest, which involves thinning the grape bunches on the vine in the late summer, before the grapes ripen, concentrating the wine.  According to Fadat, it also creates a better balance of tannin and acidity when the grape ripens. 
Once harvested, the juice is vinified in oak foudres and small barrels and is bottled unfiltered. 

The Lou Maset bottling is named after the old stone huts standing in the middle of the vineyards, used to store tools and to protect the vigneron from winter storms. It is a colorful, juicy, flavorful red with a rustic, soulful spirit. As Fadat gains notoriety as a winemaker (the Revue du Vin de France calls him the Chave of the Languedoc), the wines become more and more allocated. We still consider them some of the best values on the market.

For my money, this is the finest estate in the Languedoc, even though you can pay tons more money for other wines, if you want. The 2001 Lou Maset is still quite young, and if you open it now, ideally it should be decanted to let the earthy aromas blow off. Once that happens, you have a wine with lovely, forward, expressive, if simple, red cherry, red currant, and red plum aromas and flavors and a round, somewhat plump texture. Tasted blind, a low-appellation, plump Burgundy wouldn’t be a bad guess, that’s how refined this wine is.  86/A
