Domaine Leon Barral is located about 15km southwest of the town of Faugères,  in the village of Lentheric, a hillside community with a population of perhaps 250 that sits amidst some of the most rugged hillside terrain in the Languedoc. The domain owns about 55 acres of vines, planted in schist and limestone.

     This is another wine from biodynamic farming, and it is vinified without using SO2, so it is about as natural a wine as you are going to find. And don’t forget the stony schist and the Mediterranean sun, because they have made an impression on this wine. The aroma is deep and ripe and ... actually, I’d call it unfathomable and unlike anything I’ve tasted.

     Didier Barral, the wine maker, said ‘2001 was as close to a perfect vintage as we get here. You have the ripeness, the richness, the acidity, lots of flavor, you can save it or drink it now.’

     Every time I put my nose in the glass I find a different wine... You discover the wine as you keep tasting it . It seams sauvage (wild, untamed) and proud of it.
