This domaine has been in the same family for several generations.  Bernard took over after studying Oenology at the University in Beaune and working with Jacques Puisais at the Research Laboratory in Tours for five years.

In 1975 he began working his own small domaine of 2 hectares.   By 1982, he had increased the holdings of the domaine and had the opportunity to apply his principles of separate vinification for each parcel corresponding to a different terroir.   


“Chinon has no more conscientious winemaker than Baudry, a graduate of the Lycée de Beaune, who worked at the Tours enology lab before creating his own twenty-five hectare domaine.  His wines are intelligent, discreet, and well-conceived.  They reveal Chinon’s surging fruit, sweet spice, and pit-fruit flavors but express that succulence clearly and cleanly.  When they go over the top, they do so rationally.

Most of Baudry’s vines grow on the alluvial soils of the banks of the Vienne.  Filtration is not systematic, particularly for his more age-worthy cuvées.”
