The Château de Bellevue property dates back to the 18th century, and the proprietor, the youthful André Chatenoud, is an old-world style vigneron seemingly more at home in his cellars than probably anywhere else.  The winery building itself is a  “Chartreuse Bordelaise”, a U-shape and built of stone quarried from what are now the surrounding vineyards.  Bellevue is nestled in the AOC Lussac St Emilion.  This is one of five towns in the hills northeast of the St Emilion plateau that is allowed to append its name to that of its famous neighbor, not unlike the Burgundian fashion of appending village names to that of their most famous vineyard, like Gevrey-Chambertin, for example.  

In the vineyard, organic methods are used whenever possible. Groundcover is mown but not plowed into the soil.  Pruning is done in the Guyot fashion and harvesting is done manually.

Like most of the right bank wines, the blend here is high in Merlot and Cabernet Franc.  Berries are 100% de-stemmed then crushed with an 18-day maceration on average.  Both maceration and fermentation are temperature controlled with malolactic fermentation completed in tank.  The wine spends 6 months in French oak barrels with the rest done in tanks housed in a subterranean rock cellar at temperatures between 10 and 12˚ C and humidity of 95%.  Bottling is done 18 months after harvest, following a fining with egg whites and a light filtration.
