While in this country Muscat de Beaumes most often accompanies dessert, in the cafés of the southern Rhône it is a popular aperitif, chilled and served with local melon or foie gras. Domaine de Durban makes one of the most intense, concentrated Muscats of the region. In youth it displays flamboyant floral aromas with notes of apricot and honey which deepen to dried figs, clove and herbs with a few years of bottle age.

The Leydier family was one of the last families to make their Muscat de Beaumes according to the old style, where the grapes were harvested late in the autumn and then laid out on straw mats to dry the fruit and concentrate the juice.  No sugar or alcohol was added. Today the appellation controlée decrees that all Muscat de Beaumes be made by a system of mutage, where fermentation is stopped through the addition of neutral spirits.

The vines are grown on steeply terraced slopes of clay and limestone soil.
