Often they come from friends or neighbors, and frequently they turn out to be especially good values.  It’s no surprise that a producer who makes wines that Kermit likes might also enjoy drinking wines that will also please us.  This property was recommended by Hervé Dubobordieu.  It’s been his house wine for years, and Hervé was introduced to it by his late father who was friendly with the elderly proprietor, Claude Renaud.  M. Renaud is about to celebrate his 84th birthday and has been making wine all his life.  His wines were never before sold in the US.


Château de Fontalem is located in the tiny village of Grignols, in the Département of the Gironde at the southern-most tip of Graves.  This 40 ha vineyard in the Bordeaux Supérieur appellation is planted to Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon and Cabernet Franc.  In addition, M. Renaud has a 2.5 ha vineyard located nearby, in the Département of the Lotte-et-Garonne, in the Côtes du Marmandais appellation which is planted to Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernet Franc and Malbec.
