      Laurent Vaillé’s education rivals any winemaker’s in the world. Although his family’s land did not have the appropriate terroir for growing great wine grapes, Vaillé’s love for wine gave him the determination to seek the best training possible. The young winemaker trained under three mentors: Jean-François Coche-Dury, 

Eloi Durrbach of Domaine de Trévallon, and Gerard Chave of Hermitage.  

The land that Vaillé finally purchased for his own vines had been dismissed by others as being too poor and too difficult to farm—hard limestone, glacial scree, and twice as many boulders as his closest neighbor, Daumas Gassac. Bulldozers and dynamite were required to clear the land. 

After much hard work, Vaillé was finally ready to plant a vineyard, and used his connections wisely. He went back to Chave for Syrah, Marsanne and Roussanne cuttings, to Trévallon for Cabernet, and to François Jobard in Meursault for Chardonnay. Early in the season, Vaillé prunes the green bunches drastically, leaving a mere three to four bunches per vine. The wine is vinified as simply as possible, and neither fined nor filtered before bottling. The result is an inky, dark, sappy, richly textured red. Experienced tasters have tasted La Grange des Pères and been confident that it comes from 100 year-old vines. Here is one of France’s upcoming stars. 

Laurent Vaillé’s vins de tables will set standards of which his mentors will undoubtedly be proud. La Grange is clearly destined for five-star status.

Huge amounts of spices and expressive black fruits are found in the aromatic profile of the 2001 La Grange des Pères (red). A more focused and structured effort than in some of his wine’s more successful vintages, it is medium-bodied, powerfully concentrated, and densely packed with black fruits that are marked by herbaceous notes from the Cabernet Sauvignon used in the blend. A slight hint of alcoholic warmth was detected in this effort’s lengthy, ripe tannin-filled finish.
