These vineyards were planted from 1964 to 1968 on 32 hectares between Tavel and Lirac by Pierrre Roussel, an agricultural engineer.  Since 1989, Pierre’s daughter Marine has brought growth to the domaine through her participation in  technical and qualitative decisions.  Today she presides over the future of the domaine and is responsible for all work done in the cellar.


The wines are made in a traditional manner.  The grapes are harvested by hand and partially destemmed, and maceration averages 12 to 15 days.  The wine is aged for two years in underground tanks.

“Remember the first Joncier, the dazzling 1998?  The new one shows bright, stony Grenache, peppered with the darker character of Mourvèdre and Syrah, plus the smoky aroma of meat griling over a campfire next to a bathtub full of wild blueberries.... Okay then, before you criticize me, you spend your life trying to describe the indescribable.

There is a beautiful attack on the palate, which, I believe, means not that it does violence to your mouth, but that it makes a good first impression. Rich, ample body, with tender, chewy tannins. It even features a moment of lucidity and finesse in the middle of all that gnarly, smoky, garriguey stuff we have grown to love in certain southern reds. Firm, long finish, and who’s going to argue with that?”
