“Mâcon is Chardonnay. Chardonnay is an impressionable grape. If you grow it in the crumbling oyster terroir of Chablis, you get one style, and at Mâcon, well, Mâcon is sunnier than Chablis, and its wine rounder, and I would describe Mâcon’s Chardonnay as less intellectual a wine than Chablis, but I’m glad I don’t have an editor to make me explain why.

Farges is one of the communes that make up the appellation Mâcon-Villages. It is considered ‘upper crust’ and thus has the right to put its name on the label. Each village has its character, although since most Mâcons today are vinified by factory-like cooperative cellars, it can be difficult to find any character at all to speak of. Viré, for example, normally makes a full-bodied, virile style. Farges is more floral, and there is a tenderness to it, as opposed to, say, a piquant acidity.Un-oaked, unfiltered, un-buttery, it exists not to win Chardonnay shoot-outs but to make meals more of a treat. Perrusset’s 2000 shows the white Burgundy vintage character with style: a golden glow from the ripe, golden grapes that provided the juice; a floral, chalky bouquet; good structure.

Perrusset’s Mâcon Villages, also bottled unfiltered, is from his young vines and has a round, full palate, and a pretty, easygoing personality. Effortless, succulent pleasure.”
