        Jean-Jacques Robert is a friend of Marcel Lapierre and the Gang of Four in Morgon, and his winemaking ideas follow in the same philosophy: low yields, no added sulfur, and no filtration. The grapes are harvested manually at peak maturity. There is little or no chaptalization, and the fermentation is long and slow, sometimes lasting several months. The wine is raised either in barriques or foudres, and stirred regularly so that the lees remain in suspension. Bottling usually takes place 8-10 months after harvest.

“Domaine Denogent makes one of the most exciting white Burgundies I import, up there with Raveneau and Coche-Dury in my personal book of favorites, but I don’t think the critics will echo my sentiments because the wines are not ‘blockbusters’. So what! I have never liked to have my block busted anyway. With Denogent the second glass is better than the first, the third better than the second, the tenth bottle better than the ninth, and so on, which keeps people coming back for more.

It is easy to get high scores for a Pouilly-Fuissé. You chaptalize it until it is fat, then you dose it with oak until the critics decide it tastes like Meursault or Puligny. Denogent’s succeeds in being itself, rather than a good phony.

He does everything right: old vines and low yields, plus he is anti-chaptalization, anti-SO2, and anti-filtration.

Most important to me, these are Pouilly-Fuissés that resemble no other wine. They stand alone, strikingly expressive, totally individual, stunning in their complexity and purity.

Pouilly-Fuissé La Croix is from 70 year old vines. There is a minerally note in the bouquet and aftertaste. This terroir gives a wine that is usually quite generous and floral in its youth.

Les Reisses is a unique terroir at Pouilly-Fuissé. The topsoil is sandstone, the subsoil chalk. Historically it is one of the three most celebrated vineyards in the appellation. Denogent’s vines are 50 years old, on average. It is wine of great class and complexity, the sort that keeps your nose in the glass.”
