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CHATEAU ST. MARTIN DE LA GARRIGUE

  The Château St. Martin de la Garrigue is located in the Languedoc, near Pézenas, the hometown of Molière.  St. Martin’s Renaissance castle, surrounded by pine forests, is situated on a hilly terrain overlooking the Hérault River.  It is an ideal terroir for vines and one of the first to be planted by the Romans during their rule over Gaul.  The vineyards benefit from marine winds that temper the arid summer heat.

  In 1992 the domaine was sold to Umberto Guida of Italy and his American-born wife, Joëtta.  A new winemaker was hired, Jean-Claude Zabalia, who is considered one of the region’s most talented winemakers.  Since the purchase, the entire property has been renovated, new equipment installed and the vineyards re-developed.
