     The area of Trignon is documented as a wine-growing region as far back as 1594. Purchased in 1895 by Joseph Roux, the Château du Trignon property, has operated for over 100 years overseen by five generation of the Roux family. In 1956, the Southern Rhône experienced a severe frost, which destroyed much of the family vineyard land, but the Roux family replanted, and in 1965 a new cellar was built. 

Vineyard area: 60 hectares, from 4 appellations: Gigondas, Rasteau, Sablet and Côtes du Rhône.

Vinification:
- Reds: Harvested manually, the grapes are hand-sorted at the winery before vinification. Vinification by whole-berry fermentation, varietal by varietal, to give more fruity character and structure to the red. 2-3 weeks of maceration on the skins depending on the varietal, with heating of the grapes to 30-32 degrees two days before racking in order to extract the tannins and reinforce the structure and body of the wine for longer aging potential (5 to 10 years). The alcoholic fermentation will continue after racking and pressing, after which the malolactic fermentation will take place. After aging in cask and/or stainless steel for several months, the wines are bottled in the domaine.

- White grapes are crushed and pressed. After 12 hours the must is racked and cold fermented to protect the delicate aromas. In order to preserve its fresh acidity, the Côtes du Rhône blanc does not go through malolactic fermentation. The wine is bottled in early spring.
