“A viticultural domaine since before the French Revolution, this attractive soft stone château with its smart white shutters stands a little to the east of the village, on the way towards Rochefort-du-Gard. The property comprises about 30 hectares of vines. When bought by the Demoulin family in 1936, the vineyards were in very poor condition, being mostly replanted with low-grade hybrid vines. In 1960 M. Demoulin started to bottle his wine, and it is now exported to Britain, the United States, and several other countries. 

The wine is made from all nine varieties allowed, led by the Grenache, Cinsault, Clairette, and the remainder made up in order of importance by the Carignan, Bourboulenc, Syrah, Mourvedre, and Calitor. The juice is fermented at a cool temperature, with bottling in the spring. 

The Trinquevedel Tavel is generally solidly structured, well rounded and marked by an extremely attractive pink. It is more interesting to drink when very young than most modern style Tavel, and generally continues in good shape for three to five years.”
